Saint Thomas Aquinas, Priest and Doctor T January 21

Born in 1225Thomas Aquinas is the preeminent spokesman of the Catholic

tradition of reason and of divine revelation. He is one of the great teachers of the
medieval Catholic Church, honored with the titles Doctor of the €thand Angelic
Doctor.
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hopes that he would choose that way of life and eventually became abbot. In 1239,
he was sent to Naples to complete his studies. It was here thatasefinst attracted
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dismay. On her order, Thomas was captured by his brother and kept at home for over a year. Once fi
went to Paris and then to Cologne, where he finished his studies with Albert the Great. He held two
professorships at Paris, lived at the court of Pope Urban 1V, directed the Dominican schools at Rome
Viterbo, combated adversaries of the mendicants, ad a&the Averroists, and argued with some
Franciscans about Aristotelianism.

His greatest contribution to the Catholic Church is his writings. The unity, harmony, and continuity of -
and reason, of revealed and natural human knowledge, pervades hisgsriSt. Thomas understood that
all thinking about God is done from inside original sin and within the parameters of human intellectual
capacity. The uncreated, timeless, mysterious God, then, is by definition incomprehensible to creatur
trapped in time, space, matter, sin, distraction, and confusion. God is outside of the universe, rather tt
